This request for Expression of Interest follows the General Procurement Notice for this project that appears in the United Nations Development Business (www.devbusiness.com ) on August 14, 2009.

2.
The Government of Liberia has received a grant from the International Development Association (IDA), and intends to apply part of the proceeds of this grant to payments under the contract for Consultant Services for the Construction of a new Caldwell Bridge in Monrovia, Liberia, crossing Stockton Creek adjacent to the existing Caldwell Bridge.
3.        The existing bridge is about120m long reinforced concrete bridge. It has a narrow road way of 5.3m and provides access to such areas as White Plains Water Treatment Plant, Mt. Coffee Hydroelectric Generating Plant and also provides an alternative link to allow traffic from the Port to by-pass around Monrovia. The new bridge to be constructed will be about 120m long reinforced concrete bridge with an overall deck width of 13m out to out of hand rails, 5 spans of 24 meters for which the selected consultant will be required to provide three design options for consideration.

The Infrastructure  Implementation Unit (IIU), acting on behalf of the Ministry of Public Works requires the services of a Consultant to undertake the Consultant activities for Detailed Assessment, Investment Study, Field Investigations, Detail Engineering Designs, Preparation of Bidding Documents, Assistance with Bid Evaluation, Construction Supervision, Inspection and Assessment of defects during the Defects Liability Period, for the Construction of a new Caldwell Bridge in Monrovia, Liberia, crossing Stockton Creek adjacent to the existing Caldwell Bridge. It is expected that the assignment would commence by July 21, 2010.

The Government of Liberia, represented by the Ministry of Public Works, now invites eligible Consultants to indicate their interest in providing the required Consultancy Services as described above. Interested Consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.). Consultant may associate to enhance their qualifications.

A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the World Bank's Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers, May 2004, revised October 2006).
