Bidding will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding (ICB) procedures specified in the PPCA and approved by the PPCC, and is open to all bidders from Eligible Source Countries as defined in the Guidelines.

Qualifications requirements include: Minimum of 5 years experience in the provision of similar services; evidence of at least US$5m average annual turnover for the past three years; bids must be in English and fees must be quoted in United States Dollars. Prospective bidders must submit one original and two copies. Original Bid must be enclosed in a separate envelope and marked “ORIGINAL.” The two copies and the original copy must then be enclosed in one larger envelope and labeled: BID FOR EQUIPMENT LEASE CONTRACT IFB No - NPA/ICB/001-2/2007 and must be submitted to the office of the Director of Procurement.
