(PPCC July 1, 2007.) The Public Procurement and Concessions Commission (PPCC) in collaboration with the World Bank and the Ministry of Internal Affairs on Saturday June 30 conducted a one day sensitization workshop for County Superintendents, Assistant Superintendents for Development and County Development Officers.

The workshop held under the theme “ensuring economic and efficient use of public funds” was intended to introduce to the local officials the Public Procurement and Concessions Act and the reform program.

The Sensitization forum took place in Gbarnga, Bong County.

Speaking at the opening ceremonies, Bong County Superintendent Rennie Jackson who represented Internal Affairs Minister Ambullai Johnson welcomed the Local leaders and assured them of maximum security during their stay in Gbarnga.
