INVITATION FOR BIDS (IFB)
Construction of Adult and Children Swimming Pools and Associated Facilities
1. Introduction
Lofa County University (LCU) hereby invites sealed bids from qualified and experienced contractors for the construction of two swimming pools and associated infrastructure at VOINJAMA LOFA COUNTY. The project consists of a 15m x 25m adult training and recreational swimming pool and a 15m x 25m shallow children’s pool designed for safety and beginner instruction, along with supporting facilities.
2. Scope of Work
The works to be undertaken under this contract shall include, but not be limited to, the following:
A. Core Facilities
· Construction of a standard adult swimming pool (15m x 25m) with depths ranging from 1.2m to 1.6m
· Construction of a shallow children’s pool (15m x 25m) designed for safety and beginner instruction
· Installation of filtration and water treatment systems for both pools
· Construction of changing rooms, toilets, and shower facilities
· Development of seating/viewing areas for students and visitors
· Installation of a solar-powered lighting system
B. Supporting Infrastructure
· Landscaping and development of green spaces
· Construction of parking facilities for vehicles and bikes (7.6-meter-long parking facility)
· Development of pedestrian access pathways
· Construction of maintenance and storage rooms
All works shall be executed in accordance with approved drawings, technical specifications, and applicable standards.
3. Bid Eligibility and Requirements
Eligible bidders must:
· Be legally registered and licensed to operate in the construction sector
· Demonstrate proven experience in similar projects (swimming pools or comparable infrastructure)
· Provide evidence of financial capacity and technical capability
· Submit valid tax clearance and business registration documents
· Include a list of key personnel and equipment to be deployed for the project
· Provide at least three (3) references for similar completed projects
Joint ventures are permitted but must clearly indicate the lead partner and the roles of each party.
4. Bid Submission and Opening
Bids must be submitted in sealed envelopes clearly marked “Bid for Construction of Swimming Pools Project” and delivered to the Office of Procurement, Lofa County University, no later than June 10, 2026, at 4:00 pm.
Late submissions shall be rejected.
The bid opening will take place on June 12, 2026, at 10: am in the LCU Conference room, in the presence of bidders’ representatives who choose to attend.
5. Bid Security
All bids must be accompanied by a bid security of not less than 2% of the total bid price in the form of a bank guarantee or certified manager’s check, valid for 90 calendar days from the bid opening date.
Bids without the required bid security shall be considered non-responsive.
6. Contract Duration and Defect Liability
The expected duration for completion of the works is six (6) months from the date of contract signing.
The contractor shall be responsible for a defect liability period of 6 months following project completion, during which any defects must be corrected at no additional cost to the client.
7. Clarification
Bidders may request clarification on the bidding documents by submitting written inquiries to the administration no later than Wednesday, June 10, 2026, at 4:00 pm. Responses to all clarification requests will be shared with all prospective bidders.
8. Reservation of Rights
Lofa County University reserves the right to:
· Accept or reject any bid, wholly or partially
· Annul the bidding process at any stage without incurring liability
· Verify the information provided by bidders
· Award the contract to the bidder deemed most responsive and offer the best value
9. Bid Documents
· Interested bidders may obtain the complete bidding documents from the Procurement Unit of Lofa County University beginning on Monday, June 1, 2026, during working hours between 9:00 AM and 4:00 PM.
· A non-refundable fee of Hundred United States Dollars ($100.00 USD) may be required for the bidding documents.
All interested bidders are strongly encouraged to visit the project site before submission of bids to fully understand the scope, terrain conditions, accessibility, and nature of the required works.
